Myth : Many quilts were made from the dresses 

of famous women of the past, are now very 

valuable & can still be found for sale  

It has been said that Queen Victoria used to give her 

old dresses to local women to use in piecing together 

quilts. There is no record of this actually happening.  

However, a beautiful silk "Grandmother's Fan" quilt  

was made from some of actress Lillian Russell's dresses. 

This is written about in the book, "New York Beauties: 

Quilts From The Empire State".  

African American seamstress, Elizabeth Keckley,  is 

said to have made a quilt for Mary Todd Lincoln. Eliza-

beth made dresses for Mrs. Lincoln and may have used 

scraps from those dresses to make a quilt. Where it 

might be now, if it ever existed, is not known.  

 

It is very difficult to verify the history of such quilts. 

Buyer beware. A quilt made from dresses of a famous 

woman is extremely unlikely. To be proven, it would 

need clear documentation. Someoneõs word is not 

enough to substantiate the story.
