During the hot weather of August I like to think of cool breezes 

and refreshing water on a tranquil beach.  Therefore, please 

bring charm squares in colors of aqua/ turquoise .  We will not have 

a Charm Squares table during our August quilt guild meeting as we 

will be sewing for hospitality, so please bring your Caribbean col-

ored fabric to the September  meeting. 

Regarding the fabric itself, it needs to be quilt shop quality 100% 

cotton, unwashed, with the selvages removed.  And very im-

portant ñthe fabric needs to be cut to an accurate 5ó square. You 

can get your twenty - four charms out of a ½ yard (or 2 fat quar-

ters).  Bring your cut squares in a plastic Ziploc bag marked clear-

ly with your name to each guild meeting.

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Ardis James, Who Established Center on Quilts, Is Dead at 85. 

 
 Ardis Butler James, a Nebraska-born philanthropist who with her husband established, what is now the largest public collection 

of quilts in the world, encompassing humbly elegant bed coverings by anonymous 18th-century hands and avant-garde wall hangings by 

celebrated 21st-�F�H�Q�W�X�U�\���D�U�W�L�V�W�V�����G�L�H�G���R�Q���-�X�O�\�������L�Q���6�W�D�P�I�R�U�G�����&�R�Q�Q�����6�K�H���Z�D�V�������« 

 Mrs. James and her husband, Robert, started the International Quilt Study Center & Museum at the University of Nebraska, 

Lincoln, in 1997. Begun with a donation of nearly a thousand quilts �²  then valued at more than $6 million �²  �I�U�R�P���W�K�H���F�R�X�S�O�H�¶�V���S�Hrsonal 

collection; it is today home to more than 3,500 quilts spanning three centuries and two dozen countries.  

 The center, which presents regular public exhibitions, has occupied a specially commissioned building, endowed in no small part 

by the Jameses, since 2008. Designed by the New York architectural firm Robert A. M. Stern, it has a curving facade of segmented glass 

panels that appear stitched together like the patches of a quilt.  

 In collaboration with the center, the university offers the only academic quilt-studies program in the world. There, students 

can earn masters and doctoral degrees centering on the social history, economics, aesthetics and technology of quilt making.
