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Some quilting history  

The whole - cloth òMayflower Quiltó, 

circa 1640, is considered the oldest 

quilt extant in America. It was last 

displayed in Baltimore, MD, in 2005.

Broderie Perse quilts were often nick-

named òOne Yard Quiltsó because wom-

en who traveled overseas could hide one 

yard of chintz material in their luggage 

to avoid the heavy tariffs charged for 

importing the expensive fabric.

The modern quilt - as- you- go technique 

has its roots in blankets known as òOne 

Foot Square Quiltsó ð made by whip -

stitching together prequilted 12ó x 12ó 

blocks of fabric, batting and backing. 

Because they were easy to make, one 

foot square quilts were common soldiersõ 

quilts during the Civil War. (Source:

It is believed that quilt labeling origi-

nated from the custom of initialing and 

dating household linens to ensure that 

they were washed on a regular basis.

One of the earliest examples of appli-

qu® is a funeral canopy for Egyptõs 

Queen Esimemkev dated from 980 BCE. 

Symbolic serpents and flowers in pink, 

yellow and teal are hand sewn onto a 

gazelle hide background.

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Why Christmas Red and Green?  
Winter plants are often red and green (think holly), but another  

theory as to why these are Christmas colors comes from òmystery 

playsó popular in Medieval Europe. Typically, the story of Adam 

and Eve was performed each December 24 ð with red apples and 

green fir tree branches as props (some believe this was how deco-

rating a Christmas tree started, also.) 

Why Hanukah Blue and White?  
The colors of the Israeli flag influenced the colors of Hanukah, but the Israeli 

flag was influenced by the colors of Jewish prayer shawls 

called òtallitó (pronounced ta- leet). Traditionally, such shawls 

have fringe at the corners in both blue, the color of divine rev-

elation, and white, representing pur ity and cleanliness.
