We guild members hang our quilts 

the morning of the quilt show and 

either stay with our quilts or man 

other areas of the quilt show. Last 

year we had a group of wonderful 

guild members who took it upon 

themselves to monitor the quilts and 

provide breaks to the members who 

were sitting with the quilts. Please do 

consider hanging your quilts in this 

yearõs show and also which ones you 

would like to hang. Itõs always a won-

derful day, with the buildings in Old 

Town bedecked with beautiful quilts.
