Myth: Mistakes in Quilts Historically 

Were On Purpose:  
This myth has vague origins. One possible origin is from the 

Greek legend of Arachne the weaver. Another could be 

found in Navajo weaving practices. Most likely the quilting 

version of this myth came from the belief that Amish and 

Mennonite women put a mistake in each quilt because only 

God is perfect, so it would be prideful to make a perfect 

quilt. It has been pointed out by  Amish women, however, 

that making such a mistake on purpose would be prideful, as 

it would imply the quilt maker believed herself to be so per-

fect that she had to make a mistake on purpose.  

 

Though some rare purposeful mistakes may have been for 

religious reasons, it appears for others it was more a matter 

of superstition. In reality all quilters make mistakes. It's al-

most impossible to make a perfect quilt.  

 

So, relax, we canõt make a perfect quilt and we donõt have to 

try to make sure a mistake is in it. Each quilt is unique and 

wonderful in its own way, just as you are.

Final Instructions for the Mystery Quilt  

Outside Border - Cut 6- 5ó strips WOF from the òFocusó fabric. 

Well, you made it!  Itõs time to assemble your mystery quilt. The quilt is constructed using 2 blocks, 15 of each 

block pattern. The blocks measure 9 Ĭó square (unfinished). I have chosen to set my quilt every other block, 5 

across and 6 down. You can make it òyouró quilt by choosing any setting.  

I hope you enjoyed the òmysteryó and will finish your quilt for the September meeting and also display it at the 

Outdoor Quilt Show in October.
