The Rising Cost of Fabric

After years of stability, cotton crop prices
doubled in the last year and half (and a re-
cent dip is not expected to last) 0 quite a bit
of that increase is being passed on the quilt-
ing consumer. American Quilt Retailer
zine asked over 30 fabric companies the rea-
sons behind the rising cost of cotton fabric
and these were some of the responses:

Extreme weather in many cotton -producing
areas, including flooding in Pakistan and
droughts in Texas

Fewer farmers growing cotton as other crops
become more profitable (especially corn
for ethanol)

Manufacturers choosing to make cotton fab-
ric for other, high priced, purposes
(primarily clothing) and leaving less fabric
available for quilting

Increased cotton usage in other areas of the
world, especially India and China

Higher tariffs in many textile producing
countries

Hoarding by commaodity speculators hoping to
make money off rising cotton prices

Labor shortages and corresponding wage in-
creases as companies try to lure new
workers

Devaluation of the US dollar; and higher en-
ergy costs

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Are Irish Chain Quilts Only a Wee Bit Irish?

Quilt historians now believe that the Irish Chain
block, one of the most popular quilt designs ever,
was actually created in America! An 1814 example
from the United States is the earliest known date of
the traditional pattern.

But the misnamed Irish Chain does have some ties

to The EmeraldlIsle 0i t 6 s bel i eved t
navy and white quilt created by an Irish seamstress,
Margaret Kee, in 1805; that quilt features 9 -patch
blocks set on -point. Kee later immigrated to West
Virginia bringing this quilt with her.

Ironically, the design of the quilt Kee originally
made in Ireland is now kfiow OAmeri can
Chaing.
