Bright, colorful Ralli Quilts from India and Pakistan often combine patchwork, appliqué and extensive hand -
embroidery; such quilts have been used for hundreds of yea
Hawaii

The distinctive look of Hawaiian Appliqué comes from three key elements o four -fold symmetrical designs inspired

by nature, solid fabrics appliqguéd on neutral backgrounds and echo quilting.

England

Stabilizing fabric on a paper foundation is Great Britaino
typically use one small shape stitched together repeatedly to form a detailed quilt top.

China

The Hmong are renowned for two types of quilting - exceedingly intricate Reverse Appliqué and colorful Story

Cloth, a form of embellished embroidery depicting daily life and traditions among this ancient culture.

Amish / Pennsylvania Dutch

Featuring solid colors, rich blacks and basic piecing using wool or cotton, simplicity is the hallmark of Amish Quilts
A until you look closely at their painstaking detailed stitch work.

Italy

Italy introduced the quilt world to Trapunto d parallel lines of stitching with a cord or small tufts of batting be-
tween them to make a raised pattern; traditional trapunto designs include vines, leaves and feathers.

Japan

Sashiko, a stylized running stitch using heavy white cotton thread, is used in Japan to quilt together two layers of
indigo cloth. Originally just for durability, sashiko designs evolved into complex nature -inspired designs.
