When I was a young girl I remember a saying for the month of 

March:  òIn like a lion, out like a lamb/In like a lamb, out like a 

lionó.   The saying referred to the characteristics of the month of 

March, specifically the wind.  If it was windy (the lion) at the be-

ginning of the month, it would end more calmly (like a lamb) and 

vice versa.  And to me, windy meant time to fly kites!  The fabric 

this month is brites as this monthõs inspiration is brightly colored 

kites flying in the bright blue sky.  If for some reason you miss 

the March guild meeting or forget to bring in your charm squares, 

contact me no later than March 21 to make arrangements to get 

your fabric to me.  

Regarding the fabric itself, it needs to be quilt shop quality 100% 

cotton, unwashed, with the selvages removed.  And very im-

portant ñthe fabric needs to be cut to an accurate 5ó square. You 

can get your twenty - four charms out of a ½ yard (or 2 fat quar-

ters).  Bring your cut squares in a plastic Ziploc bag marked clear-

ly with your name to each guild meeting.

St. Patrickôs Green 

Originally, St. Patrick was identified 

with a lighter shade of blue  ð the color 

can still be seen on some early Irish 

flags. During the 1798 Rebellion, howev-

er, Irish nationalists chose the clover as 

a symbol of their fight for freedom; 

òwearing oõ the greenó originally meant 

wearing a clover on your lapel in sup-

port of the cause. Combined with the 

idea of Irelandõs lush landscape, green 

easily overtook blue when representing 

the country and itõs holiday

4-Leaf Clovers  

Everyone knows the traditional 3 -leaf 
clover plantõs (Fabaceae Trifolium ) asso-

ciation with St. Patrickõs Day. The 

chance of actually finding a 4 -leaf clover 

is about 1 in 10,000, which is why they 

are considered lucky. And, if more 

leaves means more luck, imagine how 

fortunate the Japanese farmer is who 

grew the world record 21 -leaf clover!

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Spring Flower Basket Block of the Month by Jami Loudenback  

Cutting Instructions*: 

Background·Light ·Color #1 

  One 6´  square. Cut in half diagonally 

  Two 4´  squares 

  Two 3 1/2 x 5 1/2 rectangles 

  One 3 1/2´  square 
 

Flower colors of your choice... pink, blue, red, etc. 

  Flower·Dark·Color # 2 

  One  4´  square 
 

Flower  - Bright·Color  #3 

 

Put one 4´  cream fabric square and one bright flower color square, right sides 
together. Draw diagonal line. Sew 1/4´  seam on each side of marked line. Cut 
apart. Press OPEN to make pieced square. Make four. Trim to 3 1/2´  square. 

 

Repeat for Color #2 and #4 (Dark flower color and tan/brown.) Make two.
