Regarding the fabric itself, it needs to be quilt shop quality 100% 

cotton, unwashed, with the selvages removed.  And very im-

portant ñthe fabric needs to be cut to an accurate 5ó square. You 

can get your twenty - four charms out of a ½ yard (or 2 fat quar-

ters).  Bring your cut squares in a plastic Ziploc bag marked clear-

ly with your name to each guild meeting.

Memorial 

Day was offi-

cially pro-

claimed on 5 

May 1868 by 

General John Logan, national com-

mander of the Grand Army of the 

Republic, and was first observed 

on 30 May 1868, when flowers 

were placed on the graves of Un-

ion and Confederate soldiers at 

Arlington National Cemetery. The 

first state to officially recognize the 

holiday was New York in 1873. By 

1890 it was recognized by all of the 

northern states. The South refused 

to acknowledge the day, honoring 

their dead on separate days until 

after World War I...It is now cele-

brated in almost every State on the 

last Monday in May, passed by 

Congress with the National Holi-

day Act of 1971.

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Blue Star Service Banner 

If a member of your family is on active military 

duty, a custom quilted Blue Star Service Ban-

ner is a wonderful tribute. Originally designed 

in 1917 by an army captain with two sons serv-

ing in the war, Congress officially authorized 

the display of blue star service banners in 1962 

for all families with loved ones serving in the 

armed forces.  

A typical banner features a blue star (or stars) 

on an 8.5 by 14-inch white background with a 

wide red border. Each star represents one 

family member on active duty; a banner can 

have up to five stars. If a family member dies 

while serving, a smaller gold star is sewn onto 

the blue star to represent their loss. [Source:
