After the first Thanksgiving in 1621, chances are the Pilgrims didnõt curl up 

under quilts to sleep off that turkey dinner.  

 

Itõs nice to imagine the hardy settlers of Jamestown and Plymouth Rock were 

all busy piecing away, but modern historians have pretty much proved that 

quilts were not used in the earliest colonial homes. After all, quilts in the 

early 1600s were whole -cloth works of art usually featuring silk fabric and 

intricate trapunto & stitchwork (patchwork didnõt even exist until inexpen-

sive cotton from the East Indies started arriving in last part of the century).   

 

If you have ever contemplated making a whole -cloth quilt yourself, you 

know itõs time consuming and not cheap even today.  When would the aver-

age colonist trying to make a life for herself and her family in the New 

World have found the time?  

 

Instead, the well -to-do owned the earliest colonial quilts ð and not many at 

that. Inventory records identify Samuel Fuller of Plymouth Colony as own-

ing a bed quilt in 1633; itõs the first mention of a quilt in the Americas. Pro-

bate records for nearby Essex County show 4 quilts existing during the pe-

riod 1635 to 1674.  Even in Suffolk County, home to wealthy merchants in 

the area that would become Boston, quilts were rare. One researcher found 

only 13 quilts mentioned in surviving county records from the last half of the 

17th century.  

 

So, if they didnõt have access to quilts, what would a Pilgrim have used to 

keep warm at night? Probably an inexpensive, coarsely -woven wool blan-

ket called a bed rug.

A Bit of  

History ñdid you knowéé? 

 A òSewó Surprising Start to the 
PC :: Jacquardõs Loom and the 

Birth of Computing  
 

Remember those first room -sized 

computers that did data processing 

and were programmed using punch 

cards?   Without fabric and an inno-

vative weaver in Napoleonic 

France, those computers and all the 

computers since then ð including 

the one you are reading this on ð 

might not exist!   

 

In the early 1800s, Joseph-Marie 

Jacquard inherited a couple of 

looms from his father.  Initially loos-

ing money making fabric, he was 

soon looking for ways to improve 

the weaving process.  His solution 

involved rigging a series of cards 

with holes punched in them to guide 

the movement of a traditional loom ð 

the holes determined whether 

thread would rise or fall, producing 

a pattern in the resulting fabric.  His 

punch card guided looms revolu-

tionized weaving, producing fabric 

faster, more consistently and allow-

ing for ever more intricate designs.  

 

Jacquardõs punch card idea influ-

enced a number of other inventors 

studying data processing.  Ulti-

mately, the model proved useful for 

inputting data in early òcalculating 

machinesó and the rest is computer 

history.  Jacquard fabrics are still 

made today, but ironically, most are 

woven using computer -driven 

looms, something that wouldnõt be 

possible without Jacquardõs original 

punch card breakthrough.

  2 squares 5 1/4" x 5 1/4"; cut diagonally twice to make 8 quarter -square triangles  

Cream:  

  16 squares 1 1/2" x 1 1/2"  
  8 squares 2 1/2" x 2 1/2"  

  2 squares 5 1/4" x 5 1/4"; cut diagonally twice to make 8 quarter -square triangles  

  4 rectangles 1 1/2" x 2 1/2"  

 

Assembly Instructions  

Step 1.  Using Diagrams  1 , 2 , 3  and  4 , assemble pieced units.  

 

 

Step 3. Using Assembly Diagram  as a guide, sew units together to make rows. Sew rows together to 

make Crossing Ohio Block.
