NORAH McMEEKING & BELLA BELLA QUILTS  

Sunday School Lesson

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The grand finale of the 
2007 Challenge Quilt con-
test happened at the Sep-
tember guild meeting and 
was a bountiful gathering 
of completed quilts that all 
started in March with the 
same handful of rules and 
a fat quarter of challenge 
fabric.  Thatôs where the 
similarities ended.  What a 

wonderful group of diverse 
quilts, every one of them a 
strong contender for the 
four awards.  The two 
guest judges, Kris 
Estenger and Phyllis 
Binkley (thank you ladies!), 
awarded the Best Use of 
Color Award to Linda Mac-
Dougal, Best Use of Color 
Award to Marcy Boswell 
and the Best Design 
Award to Gail Hansen.  
The audience voted for 
their favorite and Linda 

MacDougalôs Garden 
Groove quilt won the 

Viewerôs Choice Award.  A 

very special thank you to 
the Calico Cottage for 
sponsoring the prizes!  Not 
only did they provide the 
final gift certificate prizes, 
but also a monthly gift for 
the lucky winner of the 
drawing for those who 
brought in their work-in-
progress quilts during the 
contest timeframe.  Thank 
you, Calico Cottage!! 
We also got to see another 
contest winner.  Linda 
MacDougal brought in her 
Let Your Light Shine quilt 
that won 3rd place in the 

2006 EQ (Electric Quilt, a 
computer design program) 
contest.  This quilt started 
in a guild workshop: Betty 
Alofs taught a Hunter Star 
class (a Jan Krentz de-
sign) in 2005.  Linda used 
the EQ program to work 
with the color of the base 
quilt and then to design 
the star overlay design.  
She credits her growth as 
a quilter to all the Guild 
classes and workshops 
that sheôs taken through-
out the years and highly 
recommends that every-
one else take advantage 
of the low cost classes that 
the Guild provides to our 
membership.  Congratula-
tions Linda!
