Our 

speaker Smadar Nobler will take us into the world of color theory; we will discover 

what color is about, the choosing and blending colors, and the application of color 

theory to our quilts. The lecture and trunk show promises to be an experience for us 

all, come and learn from the master.  

 

Smadar discovered textiles at an early age, her mother sewed and knitted her clothes 

and her father repaired sewing machines. She continued her love of textiles, color, 

and handmade art completing a degree at the University of Northridge. As a water-

color artist, Smadar became very familiar with blending pigmented colors and apply-

ing them to paper, once she discovered silk, the rest was history. Smadar paints al-

most exclusively on silk, creating one-of –a-kind pieces of art. The Use of silk as a me-

dium allows the creation to be worn, with the luxury of silk against the skin. RJR fab-

rics is currently producing Smadar’s beautiful fabric collection ―My Secret Garden‖ 

which is based on one of her original art pieces.

Myth:  Cottonseeds in a quilt’s batting 

tell you that you have an antique quilt 

Cottonseeds are knobby and about the size of a small 

pea. They were practically never missed, including 

when women handpicked the seeds from the cotton to 

be used for batting. They are too large to be missed. 

 

What people mistakenly think of as cottonseeds is usu-

ally some of the debris from the cotton hulls. Debris is 

even found in some modern cotton batting, so it would 

not necessarily indicate a vintage or antique quilt.

A Bit of Quilting  

History—did you 

know……? 

The motif of two interlocking rings 

goes at least back to the fourth cen-

tury. It was used to decorate Roman 

cups. These cups were made of 

glass decorated with connecting 

rings. 

 

Another early example of interlock-

ing rings is found in the gimmal 

ring. These rings were popular in 

Europe in the 15th and 16th centu-

ries. They consisted of rings that 

could be interlocked. During the 

engagement one was worn by the 

man and the other by the women. 

When they married the two rings 

were fitted together to be worn by 

the wife. 

 

It is thought this style of ring came to 

America through Germanic people 

who settled in Pennsylvania in the 

late 17th century. This pattern of 

interlocking rings was seen on cov-

erlets, ceramics and other decora-

tive objects in early America. 

 

As far as is known, the Double Wed-

ding Ring pattern for a quilt was 

first published by Capper's Weekly 

in 1928. This Topeka, Kansas publi-

cation added a bit of mythical ro-

mance to go with the pattern by 

writing, "When some good but un-

known man conceived the idea of a 

double wedding ring ceremony it 

gave his wife an equally good idea. 

She worked two circles into a double 

wedding ring quilt."
