A Bit of Quilting
History i did you
knoweéée?

Quilting wasn't considered to be

an art form until

stract art was the rage during
this time. Two art collectors,
Johnathan Holstein and Gale van
der Hoof, made the connection
between contemporary modern
art and quilting. This led to an
exhibit at the Whitney Museum
in New York, "Abstract Design in
American Quilts," which went on
to tour throughout the United
States and Europe.

Often, quilts told a story of the
quilter's life, major event, or
especially their family history.
This was often the case for Afri-
can American quilters in the
19th century. Many times,
there was not a way to docu-
ment a story or family tree, so
women created story quilts to
preserve their personal his-
tory. These magnificent works
were passed down through the
ages and family treasures.
Sadly, other African American
quilts, such as string quilts
composed of any available
scrap material that was sewn
into blocks, do not exist due to
the extreme level of use.
