The 

squares that were turned in at the January guild meeting were 

beautiful  and I hope you donõt miss out in February.  

 

The inspiration for February is hearts and cupidõs arrows so 

bring in those charm squares of red and pink with white .  If 

for some reason you miss the February meeting or forget to 

bring in your charm squares, contact me no later than February 

21 to make arrangements to get your fabric to me.  

 

Regarding the fabric itself, it needs to be quilt shop quality 

100% cotton, unwashed, with the selvages removed.  And very 

important ñthe fabric needs to be cut to an accurate 5ó 

square. You can get your twenty - four charms out of a ½ yard 

(or 2 fat quarters).  Bring your cut squares in a plastic Ziploc 

bag marked clearly with your name to each guild meeting and 

next month you will receive a bag of 24 assorted charm 

squares.

Quilt Show News  

Barn Trails: Plan Your  
Summer Vacation Now  

 
Are you going to be driving through 
the beautiful Great Appalachian Val-
ley region any time soon?  As you 
wind your way through the country-
side of Ohio, Kentucky, Tennessee 
and Iowa, be on the look out for óquilt 
barnsô.  Nearly 250 barns, homes 
and buildings throughout this scenic 
area now feature 8ô x 8ô wooden pan-
els with quilt block designs painted 
on them. 

 

The idea for quilt barns began in 
2001 with Donna Sue Groves, a resi-
dent of Adams County, Ohio.  Don-
naôs mother was a quilter and to hon-
or her motherôs enthusiasm for the 
craft, Donna had her favorite quilt 
block painted on a local barn.  In 
addition to highlighting the art of quilt-
ing, the idea caught on as a reminder 
of the cultural heritage of the mostly 
rural Appalachian area.  Soon 20 
neighboring barns featured painted 
quilt squares and driving the quilt 
barn trail became a huge tourism 
draw. 

 

Other counties and states in the re-
gion have seen the success of the 
idea and begun quilt barn trails of 
their own, including New York, West 
Virginia, North Carolina (and even 
Ontario, Canada).  Hopefully, all 13 
states in Appalachia will eventually 
participate in the project, nicknamed 
ñClothesline of Quiltsò. 

 

Most of the painted squares are on 
private barns or historic buildings, but 
all can be seen from the road.  And 
while it takes days (maybe even 
weeks) to travel the entire 
ñclotheslineò, lots of beautiful scenery 
and historic points of interest also dot 
the trail.
