These top-

ics include: elegant mismatching (why we love batiks); selecting 

colors that òsingó; why running out of fabric is a good thing; daring 

to sew the unexpected; & remember òGod hates a coward.ó 
 

Her Quilt, "One For The Toad," appeared in the June 2010 issue of McCall's Quick Quilts.   

A feature article about Karen is in the June/July Issue of  Quilter's Home.  

She was also featured in "Quiltmaker's 100 Blocks From Today's Top Designers". 
Her work has  appeared in "Quilts With Style"  and "American Quilt Retailer"   

magazines, and her line of fabrics has graced the front of "The Quilter Magazine."    
 

She has said: I have a particular love for setting gentle, appliqué curves against the 
strong lines of pieced blocks, because the sense of movement and the un-

expected disruption of an otherwise anticipated pattern  
repeat. We can use playful, life -size animals or gently twisting vines and 

the result is dramatic; they just set each other off.  
 

When all the design elements are working together, another quilter can 
take my pattern, render it in completely different color schemes,  

and it still works.  

At the amazing workshop on Sat., Nov. 12th, 

you will be able to make one of two adorable 

quilts featuring Karenõs bears.

Total Current Balance      $24909.98 

  

Respectfully Submitted by Jane Ward, Treasurer, VOMQG 2011                  

Newsprint for paper piecing ð You can pur-

chase a ream of 8 ½ x 11 newsprint from Of-

fice Depot for a little over $5 ð we ordered 2 

for $11ish & we got free delivery. They donõt 

carry it in the stores, but itõs in their ware-

house in S. CA. My 1,000 sheets were deliv-

ered to our door in 3 days. It is identical to 

the paper piecing paper you buy in the store 

for $10 for 100 sheets. So for about the 

same price you get another 900 sheets! And 

yes, it goes through the printer just fine, 

sews like a dream & tears out very easily.

So 

be sure to bring your autumn -inspired colored fabric to the November quilt 

guild meeting.  This will be our last charm squares exchange as we will be 

having our Christmas party in December.

Regarding the fabric itself, it needs to be quilt shop quality 100% cotton, 

unwashed, with the selvages removed.  And very important ñthe fabric 

needs to be cut to an accurate 5ó square. You can get your twenty-four 

charms out of a ½ yard (or 2 fat quarters).  Bring your cut squares in a plastic 

Ziploc bag marked clearly with your name to each guild meeting.

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Interesting Quilt History Tidbits  

Quilting came to Broadway in 1984 as Quilters: The 
Musical premiered in New York. Set in the Old 

West, Quilters  featured 16 short stories about a 

pioneer woman and her six daughters, all set to mu-

sic. A quilt with 16 blocks, one for each story, was 

displayed as the musicalõs grand finale.
